OUR MASCOT: THE HUSKY

Our mascot was chosen by the incoming students of Harris Intermediate School in 1995. Huskies have many traits
that make them a fitting role model for the students and staff of our school. Huskies are a breed of working dogs
developed in Siberia and valued as sled dogs, companions, and guardians. They are graceful, quick, alert and strong.
In 1909 huskies were brought to Alaska for sled dog races, and because of their ability to work in teams they have
become consistent winners. The breed is noted for intelligence and gentle temperament. You'll see our mascot
featured throughout the school in a variety of ways. Catch the Husky Spirit as you become involved in all of the various programs of our
school.

INTERMEDIATE SCHOOL CONCEPTS

Intermediate School consists of the 6™ and 7" grades, and is different from a junior high or even a middle school. Some of
the main differences include: advisory, teaming, common planning periods, curriculum integration, team activities and
recognition, intramurals, and exploration. Teaming is at the heart of middle level education. Students will be randomly
assigned to one of eight teams. Each team will have its own identity and focus. Teacher teams meet regularly to discuss
students, meet with students and/or parents, and integrate curriculum to make the different subjects relate to one
another.

At Harris Intermediate, we celebrate all positive and healthy ways to enjoy this important time of life.
Here are a few ways we demonstrate our Husky Attitude:

START THE DAY RIGHT

School will begin at 7:40 a.m. and end at 2:30 p.m. each day. Students are welcome in the building from 7:15 a.m. until
2:45 p.m. (unless supervised by a teacher). Five minutes will be given between each class period. Students are expected to
be to every class on time. School will have a LATE START on the first and third Wednesdays of most months (see school
calendar on pages 26-28 for exact dates) which will start exactly 2 hours later than normal (9:40 a.m.) and will end at the
regular time. Bell schedules are on page 28 of this handbook.

HUSKY HOMEBASE

We think it is critical that every student in our school have an adult who knows them and their parents, and who watches
out for their best interests. Students will meet each day for 20 minutes to participate in activities to help every Husky to be
successful in school. Homebase advisors will be available to help out with any husky hassles during the day. If parents have
concerns about their student, the Homebase Advisor is the person to call.

HEAD HUSKIES

Many schools call this the Student Council. Our Student Council will be made up of students chosen through interviews
conducted by the staff. These leaders will help students in the school and plan activities. To be eligible to apply for Head
Husky, the student must be in good Life Skills and Academic standing.

COUNSELORS

Our counselors are here as advocates for students. Through SEOP’s, classroom presentations, individual and group
counseling, and CTE (Career/Technical Education) activities, they strive to help students improve study skills, make
decisions, assess their strengths, solve conflicts, express feelings appropriately, develop positive attitudes, choose courses,
explore careers, discover their abilities and talents, set goals, and work out problems with family, friends and teachers.
Counselors are great listeners, so don’t be afraid to come in and talk!

GOVERNOR’S YOUTH COUNCIL / HUSKY AMBASSADORS

GYC is a very positive and educational youth group in our community that plans and coordinates drug-free activities to
promote positive youth lifestyles. The GYC Advisor selects GYC representatives through teacher recommendations. Husky
Ambassadors are under the direction of the counselors. Duties include being a “buddy” to new students, teaching
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advisories, being part of the GYC committee and initiating positive school activities. To be eligible to apply, students must
be in good standing in academics and life skills.

GUIDELINES FOR SUCCESS

Each student at Harris Intermediate is very important to us. We want you to be happy at school and learn all that you

possibly can. We have identified the following rules to ensure your success:

1. BEPOLITE
Harris Intermediate must be a safe and supportive place to be. Any behavior which could hurt or be threatening to
someone else will not be allowed. Teachers, staff members, and other students deserve to be treated with respect
and dignity.

2. BE PREPARED
Students need to come to class ready to learn. It is essential to always bring books, paper, pencils, gym clothes,
assignments, or other necessities to class.

3. BEPUNCTUAL
It is important for students to be to class on time. Tardies are very disruptive for the teacher and other students. If a
student is tardy more than three times to any class during a trimester, he/she will be referred to the office.

4. BE POSITIVE
Attitudes influence everything we do, from performance to behavior. A positive attitude helps students take pride in
themselves, their school work, and their school. Being positive also means that we encourage and build other people.

5. BE PRODUCTIVE
Teachers have a right to teach, and students have a right to learn. No one has the right to interfere with the teaching
and learning process. Students should come to class ready to learn and participate. If you come on time, use your
time wisely, and complete your assignments, we guarantee that you will have a successful learning experience.

BE IN SCHOOL: MISS SCHOOL — MISS OUT

The DISTRICT ATTENDANCE POLICY outlines interventions and consequences as students’ absences progress beyond a total
of five. This policy has been written based on State law. Please note the policy will be applied consistently and fully. We
believe attendance to be a critical element in children’s success.

These procedures will be followed as a student accumulates the following absence levels:

5 days absent: An attendance letter is sent home with the student.

10 days absent: An attendance contract will be signed with the student. A copy will be provided to the student and
parent.

15 days absent: A conference will be held with student and parent, and an attendance plan will be formulated.

20 days absent: Referral to juvenile court for habitual truancy will be made.

NOTE: These policies apply if the student reaches the number of days absent noted above or enough class periods to equal
those numbers of days. Any time a student is absent for a dentist appointment or under the care of a doctor or hospital,
we request that a note be brought from the doctor. The school can then take this into consideration as a mitigating
circumstance to the procedures explained above. The school may also take into consideration absences that have been
pre-arranged as explained below.

When it is necessary to miss school, the absence needs to be verified by a parent or guardian. A written note or phone call
to the office will verify the absence.

e PRE-ARRANGED ABSENCE
When a student knows ahead of time that he/she will be missing school, a “Pre-arranged Absence” form should be
picked up in the Counseling office before the absence. Students are responsible for all work that will be missed.

e If a student is more than 5 minutes late for school, he/she should check into the office before going to class. A student
who misses more than 20 minutes of a class will be marked absent.

e For the protection of our students, we will not release a student unless he/she is checked out at the office in person
by a parent or guardian who is listed on the Student Information Card.

HUSKY HOMEWORK?

You bet! Even though we do fun, exciting things here at Harris Intermediate, there will be times when you will have more
work to do than school time allows. You will frequently have homework. Course disclosure statements from your teachers
will outline homework expectations. Homework may be in the form of projects as well.

It is the responsibility of the student to check with teachers and make up assignments for the days they have been absent.
If a student has to miss school for two or more days and parents would like their assigned work, they may contact the
office by 10 a.m. of the second day to request homework. Assignments will be collected from the teachers, and parents
can pick them up at the end of the school day.

LEAD THE PACK!

A LEADER OF THE PACK coupon for each week of the school year is contained in each student planner. We compliment and
reward students who are leaders in our school. We validate a coupon for each week a student does NOT receive a green
slip or office referral. These may be brought to the office during lunch for a treat, or students may save them up to earn a
bigger reward at the end of each trimester. Coupons must REMAIN IN HANDBOOK to be valid!

BE A BUILDER

Each month teachers nominate a boy and a girl from their core to be Builders of the Month. These students are selected
for their positive attitude and their friendly and helpful manner. Builders build other people up and make Harris
Intermediate School a better place to be. Builders will have their picture placed on the Wall of Fame and will be recognized
individually with their picture and a certificate in the school showcase during the month.

SUPER ACTIVITIES

At the end of each trimester we reward students who are receiving academic scores in every class of at least 2.0 with a
Super Activity. Students with academic scores below a 2.0 may still qualify if they have no more than one Life Skills score
indicating “Needs Improvement” and NO “Unsatisfactory” scores. Super activities may include dances (7th grade only),
movies, swimming, games, and other fun events. Students will want to work hard to be eligible to participate. Students
who have more than one Life Skills score indicating “Needs Improvement” or ANY “Unsatisfactory” score (even if they
qualify in Academic Proficiency) will miss the activity and attend a citizenship training course during the activity.

MAKE-UP WORK — RAISING GRADES?

Students will be allowed a maximum of five (5) days after receiving an assessment score to retake that assessment. They
must meet teacher criteria in order to qualify for a retake of the assessment.

HUSKY HONOR ROLL PARTY

In the middle of each trimester we will hold a reward party for those students who have:

(a) Earned overall academic proficiency scores of 3.5 or higher for the term in all classes, OR
(b) Received overall Life Skills scores of “Exceptional” in all classes, OR

(c) Improved academic scores below 3 by at least .5.

ON-TIME AWARDS

Periodically On-Time Awards will be given to the Advisory or other classes that have had no students tardy for the entire
week in that class. We will have occasional “No Tardy” parties and drawings where students with no tardies in the grading
period will be eligible for prizes.

PERFECT ATTENDANCE AWARDS

Students who have attended every class period all year long will receive this award. Checking in late to a class or checking
out of a class early will disqualify a student for this award.
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HUSKY ATHLETES

Intramural sports competitions run in the mornings before school, during Advisory, and lunch. Examples of sports played
include speed, basketball, volleyball, soccer, etc. You don’t have to be a “Hot Shot” to play. Everyone is invited to come
and join in the fun.

LOCKERS ARE LOANERS

Lockers will be assigned at Back to School Night to each student who attends. Others will be assigned on the first day of
school. Do not share your combination with anyone! Lockers should be kept neat and clean. Doors can be shut gently
without kicking or slamming. The school has the right to inspect lockers at any time. Students who get into lockers that do
not belong to them will be assessed discipline points. Students should not jam lockers so they will not lock or latch. No
stickers or labels, please! Magnets are great! Decorating lockers for birthdays and other occasions is discouraged.
Students who intentionally mistreat lockers will be assessed a fine.

LOST & FOUND

The LOST & FOUND will be located in the office. Please turn in any items you find, and we will save them for a while in the
hopes that the owner will claim them. At the end of each trimester all unclaimed items will be donated to charity. Be sure
you check the Lost & Found when you misplace something.

“HOLD THE PHONE” and OTHER ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Cell phones are NOT allowed in the school unless the student and parent have met with an administrator and received
written permission. Once the permission form has been approved and signed, the administrator will retain one copy; the
other copy must remain with the phone at all times. Then the student may keep the cell phone with him/her as long as it
is kept OUT OF SIGHT in a backpack or locker. Cell phones may only be used in the OFFICE before school, at lunch, and
during the school day; and teacher permission is required unless the use is during lunch, or before or after school. NO
electronic devices (mp3, iPod, Nintendo, PSP, personal DVD player, etc.) are allowed at school. The school is not
responsible for any theft or damage that may result from violation of this rule.

Consequences for misuse of cell phones and electronic devices are:

1* offense: 10 points; item is taken and returned at end of day.

2" offense: 20 points; item is taken and returned to parents only

3" offense: 40 points; item taken, returned to parent, and ALL cell phone privileges are revoked.

4" offense: Suspension from school; required meeting with superintendent, and phone returned to parent by him.

NOTE: Any camera phone use without permission or deemed inappropriate may result in an immediate Step 4 violation.

SEVERE WEATHER / SCHOOL CLOSURES

Because of the sizeable differences that can and do exist in the weather conditions in various parts of Box Elder County,
parents are urged to use their best judgment relative to the safety and advisability of sending their children to school on
stormy days. If school is cancelled for weather or any emergency, the school day will be made up during Spring Break.
Please listen to KSL Radio 102.7 FM or 1160 AM for information regarding school closures.

YEARBOOKS

Sign up to buy our full color yearbook showing all the great friends you made and the fun you had this year. The cost of a
yearbook is $20 if ORDERED AND PAID FOR before Tuesday, December 22, 2009. Yearbooks purchased after Christmas
vacation will have a $5 late fee added, making the yearbook $25, with your name placed on a waiting list in the order paid.

CANINE CAFE

Fine cuisine will be prepared by chefs skilled in the secret recipes that intermediate school students crave. (It’s really school
lunch, and it’s delicious!) Students may pay daily, weekly, or monthly (prepayment is expected). Checks must be made out
for the exact amount. We cannot make change in the office or in the lunch room. If you want to bring a lunch from home,
you are welcome to eat it in the cafeteria with your friends. All lunchroom food stays in the lunchroom!




Snacks will be available during the last 20 minutes of each lunch period. They may be eaten in the Commons area or in the
cafeteria ONLY. Please put wrappers in the trash and keep our school clean. Students are NOT allowed to have pop
anywhere, except the cafeteria.

LUNCH/LIBRARY ID CARDS

Each student will receive a photo ID lunch and library card at the beginning of the year. This is your ticket to lunch, to check
books out of the library, or to check out balls from the office. The ID card must remain intact with a visible name and
photo to be valid in the office. Students who forget their card will still be able to eat lunch, but will need to wait until
students with ID cards are served. Replacement ID cards may be purchased for $3.00.

MEDIA CENTER

Our Media Center is a source of pride and a vital part of our instructional program. Students are encouraged to explore the
books, magazines, and research materials. In order to maintain an adequate collection, we ask that materials be returned
in good condition and in a timely manner. Fines will be assessed for late, lost or damaged materials. Students should never
check out materials for one another.

TUTORING

We have teachers on duty after school Tuesday through Friday to provide tutoring as a service to our students who need
extra help. Students are welcome to use this service anytime. A parent note is required to start attending, and positive
behavior required to continue attending.

REMEDIATION

It is our foremost goal to help students be prepared for academic success in school and gain the skills and knowledge to be
successful in life. Our remediation program is one way we strive to ensure success. At the end of each term teachers will
assess students’ progress. Those who have not mastered the most critical and fundamental objectives in Math and
Language Arts will be referred for remediation. This is not a punishment, but is a reflection of our commitment to student
learning and basic competency. Students will choose between a REQUIRED remediation program for 5 days after school or
10 days during lunch. When students can display mastery of all the critical objectives for the past term, they will be
allowed to leave the remediation program.

PARENT INFORMATION

FEE WAIVERS

We follow State and District fee waiver policies to ensure that no student is denied the opportunity to participate in class or
school-sponsored activities because of an inability to pay associated fees. Fee waiver eligibility is based upon qualification
under income level, SSI, AFDC, State custody, or special cases. Written verification is required for all fee waivers as listed on
the waiver application form.

FREE / REDUCED LUNCH

Application forms for free and reduced lunch will be mailed to all parents during the summer from the District Office.

CLASS CHANGES

Because of the class sizes we are dealing with, class changes will be made on a very limited basis. Before any changes will
be considered, the following are required: (1) For year-long classes student must have had at least one trimester; (2)
Changes will not be allowed when a student would be changing from a smaller class to a larger class; (3) Core class changes
must be approved by the principal; (4) Elective class changes will be considered n a case-by-case basis. Final approval for
all changes must be given by an administrator.

e Thereis a $10 fee for all parent/student requested changes.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES (ADA) POLICIES
Box Elder School District and Harris Intermediate do not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex or
disability. Should you need special services, please contact the principal.
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TITLE IX

The school principal is the Title IX coordinator. Any grievance or concern regarding gender equity issues should be addressed to his
attention.

SHARED DECISION MAKING
Our School Community Council meets at 2:30 p.m. on the second Thursday of each month in the Conference room. This
committee consists of parents, school employees, and the school principal. The committee’s responsibilities are:
1. Develop and help implement a school improvement plan to include:
- The School Land Trust Program.
- Astaff professional development plan.
2. Develop a child access routing plan.
3. Advise and make recommendations to the school and district administrators.
Parents wishing to participate may contact the principal. Parent members must be elected by a majority vote of parents
who have children enrolled in the school.

RESOLUTION PROCESS

If you have a concern or complaint, please follow these steps in the order indicated:
1. Try to solve the problem with the teacher FIRST.

Talk to one of our counselors.

Take your concern to the Principal or Assistant Principal.

Contact the Superintendent or Director of Student Services

MEDICATIONS, ACCIDENTS OR ILLNESS

Our office is open to take care of minor injuries or illness. Please have your student come to the office if in need of such
services. We’ll call parents or call the hospital, whichever is appropriate. In compliance with State law, students are NOT
allowed to keep medication in their lockers or bags at school. If a student is taking any prescription medication at school,
a permission slip signed by the parent and the doctor (or a copy of the prescription) MUST be on file in the office.
PARENTS must bring all medicine to the office in the CURRENT PRESCRIPTION BOTTLE (including refills) LABELED WITH
THE STUDENT’S NAME, and our secretary will keep it locked up and dispense it to the student as prescribed. We are not
allowed to dispense ANY medication to a student unless a PARENT has brought it to the school and signed a permission
slip. This includes Tylenol, Ibuprofen, or other over-the-counter medications.

PLEASE — NO MEDICATION IN BAGGIES!!!

HEALTH AND ACCIDENT INSURANCE

The school does not carry health and accident insurance on students. If parents want to acquire coverage for students at
school, they may obtain applications from the school at the beginning of the year.

“SPECIAL DELIVERY”
We DISCOURAGE the delivery of birthday and other special event gifts, flowers, balloons, etc., to students at school. Such
items are a distraction in the classroom and are difficult for the students to manage or store. They also cause feelings of
disappointment and sadness in students whose parents are not able or who choose not to bring gifts to them at school.
If deliveries of this nature are made, we will notify the student at the end of the day, but will keep gifts in the
office until school is dismissed.

ON THE SERIOUS SIDE
HUSKY VISITORS

We welcome parents in our school at any time. Please check in at the office prior to visiting classrooms. For the safety of
our students, visitors will be required to wear a visitor’s badge to identify themselves while in the building. Students who
are not registered at Harris Intermediate are NOT allowed on campus or in the school during school hours unless they are
student aides or tutors.
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HUSKY HABITAT

Our school has a closed campus. Once students arrive at school in the morning, they are not allowed to leave the school
grounds unless they have been checked out in the office by a parent or guardian.

HUSKIES ON WHEELS

A bicycle rack is provided for students riding bikes to school. We strongly recommend that students lock their bikes in the
bike rack. The school cannot be responsible for lost or stolen bikes. Bikes may not be chained to posts or trees, should not
be ridden during school hours, and should only be used for transportation to and from school. Skateboards, roller blades,
scooters, four-wheelers and motorcycles should NOT be brought to school and should NOT be ridden on school property.
Shoes with wheels in the soles are also prohibited at school. If these items are brought to school, they will be confiscated
for parent pickup.

PUBLIC DISPLAY OF AFFECTION (PDA)
Physical and public displays of affection are unacceptable, regardless of circumstances. Contacts such as shaking hands and
high fives to greet and celebrate are okay. Any other demonstration of affection IS NOT OK. Students may receive a
warning prior to discipline points being issued.

BUSES

Riding the bus is a privilege, and the rules that apply at school also apply on the bus. Each student will have a copy of the
District bus rules and safety guidelines on page 24 in this handbook. Violations of bus rules will result in loss of riding
privileges. If students need to ride the bus with a friend, they MUST have a written note of parent permission signed by a
school administrator to give to the bus driver.

HUSKY DRESS CODE

Our school dress code emphasizes neatness, cleanliness, safety and modesty. Learning is our number one priority.

Students should not wear clothes or styles that are extreme in dress or appearance and detract from the learning

environment:

e Dresses, shorts, skirts and any outer garments are to be of sufficient length and fit to be modest (when kneeling, the
distance from the floor to the bottom of garment is to be no more than 4 inches). Outer garments are defined as any
clothing worn over leggings, tights, bike shorts or any other clothing.

e  Shirts/tops must be modest and cover the shoulder, front, sides and back completely (NO straps showing). They may
not be sleeveless, sheer, see-through, mesh, netted, low-cut, or bare midriffs. PANTS AND SHORTS MUST RIDE HIGH
ENOUGH TO COVER UNDERWEAR. We will provide zip ties to ensure pants ride high enough to meet policy
expectations. Any form-fitting clothing must be covered by appropriate outer garment (see above).

e Students may not wear clothing that displays obscene pictures, words, or promotes through innuendo the use of drugs,
alcohol, tobacco or violence, gothic or satanic in nature, gang-related clothing or apparel that identifies a person as a
gang member, including sagging pants, Iron Cross, Star 69, Player 69, Homie shirts, any hanging belts or chains, or
bandanas. Extreme fad changes will not be allowed.

e Chains, spikes, distractive piercing, or inappropriate jewelry are not conducive to an educational environment.

e Students must maintain natural looking hair colors. Hair should not be unnatural in color, style, distractive, or
otherwise hinder learning or instruction. Hair must be kept out of students’ eyes for instructional purposes.

e Hats, gloves, scarves and sunglasses may be worn to and from school, but need to be left in lockers during the school
day. Coats and jackets should also be kept in lockers. Slippers, pajamas, uniforms, dance and other costumes are
NOT appropriate school clothes.

e TATTOO YOU? Students who write on themselves or allow others to write on them will be asked to wash it off and will
be given discipline points on the second offense.

Students are expected to comply with the dress code whenever they are on school grounds, including all after-school times

such as concerts, tutoring, etc.

Students not complying with the dress code will be issued discipline points and will have to call home or change into
clothing provided by the school.
NOTE: The school reserves the right to declare an item of clothing inappropriate as styles change.
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YOU’VE EARNED IT!

Students’ grades reflect only their academic proficiency as it has been assessed by teachers. Students who score a 3
academically have mastered the content at grade level. Those who score above 3 academically demonstrate higher level
thinking beyond mastery of the content. Students who score below a 1.5 are determined to have such limited proficiency
that future success is at risk. Numbers DO NOT correlate to A, B, C grades.

Life skills scores are used to communicate to parents how their child is performing relative to their habits at school. They
reflect how students treat others and how responsible they are at their work. We consider these scores to be very
important and will recognize students accordingly.

DISCIPLINE POLICY

The staff of Harris intermediate will help you achieve success at school. We want to help you solve problems and protect
your right to learn. Class and school rules are posted, explained to students, and are reviewed frequently. The following
policy has been established to help all students achieve self-discipline.

If a student breaks one or more rules:

e Ateachingintervention is always held.

e  Appropriate classroom consequences are applied.

e Parent or guardian contact is made for repeated and/or serious infractions.

e Aschool counselor may be involved.

e The student is referred to the Principal or Assistant Principal

e Note: In cases of extremely disruptive behavior or crisis situations only — such as vandalism, defiance, or threat of a
physical nature, as well as Safe Schools issues — students may be referred directly to an administrator.
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When a student is referred to the office because of unacceptable behavior, discipline points will be assessed based on the

severity of the offense. The following list gives examples:

Points Behavior

10 Littering, running, pushing, dress code violations, tardiness, language, inappropriate body contact,

15-40 Harassment, bullying, snowballs, locker damage, 2" and 3™ tardy referrals, cafeteria violations, destroying referral
slip, profanity, vulgarity, threats, repeated defiance, vandalism, tobacco, weapons or other Safe Schools violations,
repeated bullying.

50 Possession or distribution of pornography **

50 Truancy, fighting, assault**

**Pparent contact, automatic 1-day suspension, possible police referral.

Written rules cannot cover every possible situation, but similar offenses will warrant similar consequences. Chronic

offenders will be treated with more severity. Additional points will be assessed for repeat offenses. Points are doubled for

referral by a substitute teacher. Excessive points may prohibit a student from participating in school activities.

CONSEQUENCES OF EXCESSIVE POINTS

1. If a student exceeds 35 points, he/she will have one day of lunch detention, and parents will be contacted.

2. If a student exceeds 50 points, he/she will spend one full day in ISS (In-School Suspension) and parents will be
contacted. After each ISS, a student’s points are reduced to zero.

3. If a student exceeds 50 points a second time, he/she will spend one day in ISS and work for 2 hours after school with
the ISS Aide cleaning the school. Parent contact will be made.

4. If a student exceeds 50 points for a third time during the school year, he/she may be referred to an alternative program
within the school or continue with successive in-school suspensions, depending upon the judgment of administrators
and the student’s teachers. A parent conference will be held.

Points will be reduced by half following 15 school days with no office referrals. After 30 school days with no office

referrals, points will be reduced to zero.

Points will NOT be cleared automatically at the end of a trimester.

BULLYING

Bullying can be a serious problem for intermediate school_age students. We will not tolerate bullying in any form at our
school. All students have the right to feel safe in school, and each deserves the respect and kindness of other students.
